                                   MINUTES OF THE XXV GENERAL BODY MEETING

Day & Date     :     Wednesday, 15th December, 2010 

Time                :     5.00 PM

Venue              :     Auditorium, NML, Jamshedpur
    The following is the brief report of the proceedings :         

1. The General Body Meeting was presided over by Mr. A.D. Baijal, President, IIME. Mr. Baijal welcomed members and in his address he mentioned about the increasing future role of IIME. He thanked the Organisers of MPT-2010 for the successful organisation of the seminar.
2. In the absence of any comments, minutes of the last General Body Meeting held on October 28, 2009 at IMMT, Bhubaneswar were taken as confirmed.

3. Mr. Baijal invited observations/suggestions particularly from vice-presidents  and senior members of IIME present on the occasion. Prof. S. Subramanian emphasized the needs of greater industrial participation and observed that more and more such participation is taking place. He also appreciated the efforts of  Dr. Pradip and his team for their efforts regarding IMPC-2012.
4.  Prof. B. K. Mishra observed that Mineral Processing activities in India are very high and the prospects of IIME are very bright. MPT also earned a brand name and there is good participation in MPT seminars. He emphasized the need for concerted efforts to take IIME to a greater height.

5.  Prof. R. Venugopal mentioned that with mineral processing activities peaking, the education in mineral processing is also very prospective. Students are the future and should be properly guided. He thanked Mr. Baijal for starting the Students’ Chapters. He expressed happiness on the growth of IIME.
6.  Mr. K. S. Raju was also glad for the growth of IIME and expressed that the GB is quite matured. He mentioned that Stalwarts such as Prof. S.P. Mehrotra, Dr. Pradip etc., have set the ball rolling. It was very heartening for him to see that MPT is still continuing with much greater vigour. He mentioned that IIME needs to be focused, names of the stalwarts of yesteryears should not be missed. He proposed the publication of a newsletter highlighting the activities of IIME and also the presence of IIME in Government Bodies.

7. Dr. Ratnakar Singh, Secretary IIME, presented the secretary’s report for the period of   November 2009 to December 2010. He highlighted the various activities of the Institute during the year. He mentioned that with help and cooperation from Executive Council Members and the local chapters, the Institute has made an all round progress during this period. He briefly touched upon various points such as current membership strength, IIME Chapter’s activities, participation of IIME members and organisation of IIME booth in IMPC-2010 held in Brisbane, Australia, organisation of IMPC-2012 by IIME jointly with IIM in New Delhi,  and the  important decisions taken by the Executive Council during the period.
He mentioned that as per the decision, MPT-2010 was organised at NML, Jamshedpur. The event evoked a very good response with 240 papers and more than 400 delegates  attending the seminar. On behalf of IIME, he thanked Dr. S. Srikanth, Chairman, Organising Committee, MPT-2010 and the local team for the excellent show. 
All the members were requested to update their contact address and provide e-mail id for faster communication as well as for participating in the discussions on the IIME e-group.   With some discussion the report was approved by the General Body.
8. Audited statement of account of the Institute for the financial years 2009-10 was presented by Dr. Avimanyu Das, Treasurer, IIME. With some clarifications the report was approved by the General Body.

9. It was decided to hold MPT-2011 in Udaipur. Mr. V.V. Rama Rao, HZL invited members for active participation in the next MPT seminar.

10. Dr. Pradip briefed the members on planning towards hosting IMPC-2012 and solicited their cooperation in organising it in a befitting manner.
